Before the start of the current

Houston Studio Glass Co.  610 Jackson Hill.  Corner of Jackson Hill and Blossom 
Directions:   

From downtown  -  Take Memorial Drive west to the Jackson Hill exit (just after Waugh Drive).  Go north on Jackson Hill. 

From Memorial  -  Take Woodway/Memorial west to the Shepherd exit.  Turn left/north.  At the first stoplight/Feagan, turn  
    right.  Go to the 2nd stop sign/Jackson Hill and turn left. 

From West University  -  Go north on Kirby Drive.  At Shepherd turn left.  At the first stoplight/Feagan, turn right.  Go to the 
    2nd stop sign/Jackson Hill and turn left. 

From North Shepherd  -  Head south on Shepherd/Durham to Washington.  Make a left, go 6-8 blocks to Jackson Hill, and make 
    a right   (If you get to Waugh Drive, you’ve missed the turn.) 

Sequence Competition 
Entries for the first sequence competition for projected digital im-
ages are due in November.  The images may be on any subject, and 
there are no limitations to the adjustments that may be made to the 
images. 

For this competition, a sequence consists of not more than 12 pro-
jected images, which must be accompanied by a written narrative of 
no more than 300 words.  The written narrative must indicate image 
changes. 

The written narrative also may be provided orally on an audio track, 
but this is not necessary.  The presence or absence of a vocal or mu-
sical track will not affect the scoring. 

Projected digital images for this competition  should be sized, 
named, and saved as provided in the Outline for Competition.  Please 
bring your entries either on a CD or a flash drive.      John Niemand
